2. Artist Resumes or Organizational Information

a. For Individual Artists or groups of 9 artists or less:
Please provide a resume for each artist detailing past exhibitions, awards, art education,
professional affiliations, and bibliography where applicable. Each resume should be no
more than 3 pages in length.

b. For art organizations, clubs, guilds, societies, or established groups of 10 artists or more:
Please provide an organizational history, mission statement, and list of past group
exhibitions. This document should be no more than 5 pages in length.

3. Images of Artwork
All images submitted must be on CD, in Jpeg format, and of a high resolution (300dpi). If you
would like the CD to be returned after review, please include a self addressed, stamped envelope.
All CD’s must have an accompanying image list with the following details about each image:

e Artist Name

Title of Artwork

Medium

Size

Year Created

Retail Price

For Individual Artists or groups of 9 artists or less

Please provide a CD of no more than 10 images per person.

b. For art organizations, clubs, guilds, societies, or other established groups of 10 artists or
more
Please provide a CD of no more than 30 images to represent the group.
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4. Proposal Narrative
Please provide a narrative discussing the concept and theme for the proposed exhibition and
include details on any special installation requirements.

5. Proposal for Supplementary Programming (Optional)
If possible, please provide ideas for art education classes, workshops, lectures, panel discussions,
tours, and/or additional special events that could enhance the proposed exhibition. Applying
artists are not required to teach/lead programming themselves, but should include information
regarding suggestions for program leaders if applicable.

6. Application Fee
Please submit an application fee of $25 per application, payable by check. Please make checks
payable to ‘Strathmore Hall Foundation, Inc.’.
